Terms of Reference of the working group on network and services
1. Introduction

The Working Group on Network and Services was established in accordance with the decision taken at the 11th SATRC Meeting in Colombo, Sri Lanka from 24 – 26 November 2009 to implement phase-3 of the Action Plan for the duration of 2010-2011 to deal with the issues related to Network and Services in the region. This WG is chaired by Telecommunications Regulatory Communication (TRCSL) of Sri Lanka.

In Working Group on Network and Services, four Work Items as detailed below have been identified and all the member countries were urged to participate actively in these Working Group activities.

The Terms of Reference of the Working Group (WG) that were developed by consensus amongst the WG members, are as follows:

Considering:

· that  the fast technological advances and the subsequent pressure on the regulators to develop regulations for the new telecommunication services;

· that the SATRC region containing one fifth of the world’s population, has the capability of influencing the market to follow its decisions in all technical and regulatory matters by exchange of information, knowledge, experience and assistance in the most  efficient manner to improve their ability.

Functions

      a) is responsible for the discussion on and co-ordination of all the issues relating to  

       network and services  in the region.

b) shall specifically cover all the four following Work Items which were defined by  the

    SATRC at its 11th meeting for  the period 2010-2011. These items of work are:

· Ensuring quality mobile handsets to South Asian Consumers

· Review the previous study reports

· Identification/Defining of quality standards ( complying ITU standards)

· Preparation of a database consisting with authorized models 

· Coordination with GSMA association DUBLIN for getting list/Data base of genuine IMEI (for GSM)/ESN(for CDMA) series allocated to mobile manufactures worldwide.

· Introducing EIR system.

· Evolution of NGN and NGA : Interconnection Tariffs in SATRC countries

· Review the previous study reports

· Current position

· Identification of the limitations

· Develop a criteria

· Retail Tariffs: QOS sensitive pricing for IP based services

· Review the previous study reports
· Identifying the issues 

· Study international scenario

· Existing charging scenario
· Identification of benchmark parameters 

· Roaming and International Tariffs
· Review the previous study reports

· Current tariff structure 

· Study on existing connectivity
