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1. INTRODUCTION
The 12th Meeting of the APT Wireless Group was held at the Crowne Plaza Paragon Hotel, Xiamen, People’s Republic of China from 10 to 13 April 2012. The meeting was organized by the Asia-Pacific Telecommunity and hosted by the Ministry of Industry and Information Technology, People’s Republic of China. 

The agenda and the program of the meeting are presented in Document AWG-12/ADM-01 and AWG-12/ADM-02. Objectives of the Meeting are given in Document AWG-12/INP-05.

The Meeting was attended by 211 participants representing Members, Affiliate Members, International/Regional Organizations and Observers. Document AWG-12/ADM-03 contains the list of participants of the meeting. 

2. OPENING SESSION 

2.1 Welcome Address by Mr. Kraisorn Pornsutee, Deputy Secretary General, Asia Pacific Telecommunity 
Mr. Kraisorn Pornsutee welcomeed the delegates and thanked them for participating at the meeting  in large number. Mr. Kraisorn thanked H. E. Mr. Liu Lihua, Vice Minister, Ministry of Industry and Information Technology, People’s Republic of China for his kind attendance at the opening ceremony. 

Mentioning the objectives and vast work area of the AWG, he commented that AWG had developed a considerable number of outputs which are valued by all. He mentioned that AWG meetings are considered to be one of the most recognized events of APT. He informed that over 200 delegates had registered for AWG-12 meetings and over 100 input contributions had been received from members. He hoped that the AWG would be able to fulfill its objective for the memberships. He thanked the AWG office bearers for their effort and expertise. He also thanked the MIIT, People’s Republic of China for the excellent arrangements. He thanked Huawei Technologies China for providing the sponsorship.

2.2 Opening Remarks by Mr. Sun Lixin, Chairman, APT Wireless Group
In his opening remarks Mr. Sun Lixin thanked all the delegates to participate at the meeting. He mentioned that AWG has already gained confidence from APT members due to its working in the area of wireless communication. Mentioning the outcomes of recently concluded World Radiocommunication Conference 2012 (WRC-12), he commented that some of the agenda items of WRC-15 are of particular interest to APT Members. He reminded AWG’s readiness to assist the APG2015 facilitating any relevant study to support the development of APT views and position regarding WRC-15 agenda items. He mentioned that the new structure of AWG is working effectively. He hoped that the APT Wireless Group will carry on the effort with the newly revised structure while considering modern wireless applications brought about by new technologies and the increasing interest in the Asia-Pacific region.

2.3 Inaugural Address by H. E. Mr. Liu Lihua, Vice Minister, Ministry of Industry and Information Technology, People’s Republic of China
H. E Mr. Liu Lihua, Vice Minister, Ministry of Industry and Information Technology, People’s Republic of China extended a warm welcome to the delegates on behalf of his ministry and Government of the People’s Republic of China. He mentioned that Asia-Pacific accounts for a significant share in world’s mobile communication and radio services by market size with vibrant and effective efforts in the development and adoption of new radio technologies and mobile communication applications. He said Chinese administration highly appreciates APT’s positive contributions in promoting regional development of the radio communication industry as well as the exchange and cooperation among its members. Informing in brief China’s recent ICT development especially in the field of radio technologies and applications, he mentioned that China is making concerted efforts to promote the in-depth convergence of industrialization and ICT to improve comprehensive ICT applications in all aspects of economic and social life.

H. E. Mr. Lihua emphasized that it is of paramount importance for APT members to enhance exchange and cooperation in the field of radio spectrum management. He committed that China stands ready to join hands with other APT family members to further advance radio technologies and applications so as to contribute its due share in the development of radio communication within the Asia-Pacific region. 
He wished delegates a successful meeting in Xiamen.

3. FIRST PLENARY MEETING
3.1 Adoption of Agenda and Program of the Meeting (Document No. AWG-12/ADM-01, ADM-02): 
Mr. Sun Lixin presented the provisional agenda and tentative program of the AWG-12 meeting which are in documents ADM-01 and ADM-02. Further, he also sought approval for the agenda of the first plenary meeting which is in document ADM-05. There were no comments from floor. The meeting approved the documents.

	Plenary approved the agenda and program of the AWG-12 meeting. Meeting also approved the agenda of first plenary session.


3.2 Chairmanship of Working Group on Service and Application
Chairman informed the meeting that due to change in position in the organization Dr. Wiseto Agung, Chairman of WG Service and Application would not be able to chair the WG. He further informed the meeting that government of Indonesia had nominated Dr. Andri Qiantori from PT Telekomunikasi Indonesia as replacement for Dr. Wiseto Agung. It was approved by the meeting. 
	Decision no. 2 (AWG-12)

	Plenary appointed Dr. Andri Qiantori from PT Telekomunikasi Indonesia as the Chairman of WG Service and Application.


3.3 Adoption of the Report of 11th Meeting of AWG (Document No. AWG-12/INP-04): 
Chairman informed the meeting that the report of the 11th Meeting of AWG has been finalized by APT Secretariat and has been submitted to the AWG-12 meeting for adoption. He asked comments from floor. Meeting adopted the report.

	Plenary adopted the report of the 11th AWG Meeting which is in document AWG-12/INP-04.


3.4 Objective and Expected Outputs of the Meeting (Document No. AWG-12/INP-05):
Chairman informed that the objective and expected outputs of the AWG-12 meeting can be found in document INP-05. He requested the WG Chairs to present their meeting objectives and expected outputs during the AWG-12 meeting.
3.4.1 WG Spectrum Aspects:

Mr. John Lewis, Chairman of the WG Spectrum Aspects introduced document AWG-12/INP-12 which contains the objectives of the WG during the AWG-12 meeting.  He informed the meeting that two sub working groups and four task groups are working under the Working Group Spectrum Aspects. Details on the activities of the sub working groups and task groups can be found in the document. He also listed the expected outputs from his WG.

Plenary noted the objectives and expected outputs of the WG Spectrum Aspects which is in document AWG-12/INP-12.
3.4.2 WG Technology Aspects:

Ms. Juyeon Song, Chairman of WG Technology Aspects introduced document AWG-12/INP-13 which contains the objectives of the WG during the AWG-12 meeting.  She informed the meeting that four task groups are working under the Working Group Technology Aspects. Details on the task groups’ activities can be found in the document. She also listed the expected outputs from her WG.
She further mentioned that the WG Technology Aspects received contributions in relation to the possible contribution from AWG to ITU WP5D workshop on IMT Technology Evolution and organizing an AWG workshop during AWG-13 meeting.  She informed that those two issues would be discussed in detail in her WG for developing a recommendation to the final plenary. Chairman thanked Ms. Song to take the task to discuss these two issues. He asked comments from floor. Dr. Hakan Ohlsen from Ericsson Vietnam informed the meeting that the schedule of the WP5D workshop on IMT Technology Evolution had been changed from May to July 2012 and deadline for submitting contribution is changed to 18th June. The information was noted by the meeting for appropriate action.  
Plenary noted the objectives and expected outputs of the WG Technology Aspects which is in document AWG-12/INP-13.
3.4.3 WG Service and Applications:

Dr. Andri Qiantori, the Chairman of WG Service and Applications introduced document AWG-12/INP-14 which contains the objectives of the WG during the AWG-12 meeting.  He informed the meeting that four task groups are working under the Working Group Service and Applications. Details on the task groups’ activities can be found in the document. He also listed the expected outputs from his WG.

Dr. Andri also informed the meeting that Mr. F. X. Ari Wibowo of Telkom Indonesia would Chair the Task Group on Fixed Mobile Convergence and Dr. Jianxin Ding from the State Radio Monitoring Center of the People’s Republic of China would chair the Task Group Aeronautical and Maritime from AWG-12 Meeting. It was accepted by the plenary.
Plenary noted the objectives and expected outputs of the WG Service and Applications which is in document AWG-12/INP-14.

	Decision no. 4 (AWG-12)

	Plenary nominated F. X. Ari Wibowo of Telkom Indonesia as the Chair of the Task Group on Fixed Mobile Convergence and Dr. Jianxin Ding from the State Radio Monitoring Center of the People’s Republic of China as the Chair of Task Group Aeronautical and Maritime.


3.5 List of the Documents and Document Attribution (Document No. AWG-12/ADM-04):

The Chairman presented document AWG-12/ADM-04 which contained the list of documents and document attribution. He asked the floor to comment on document allocation. The list of documents and document attributions were noted by the meeting.

3.6 APT Strategic Plan for 2012 – 2014 (Document No. AWG-12/INP-06):

Mr. Mohamed Amir, Director Project Development of APT presented the Strategic Plan of the APT for period 2012 – 2014 which was adopted by the 12th Session of the General Assembly of the APT held 16 – 18 November 2011 in Republic of Korea. He presented the key points of the Strategic Plan.  
3.7 Outcomes of the 35th Session of the APT Management Committee (Document No. AWG-12/INP-07):

Mr. Kraisorn Pornsutee, Deputy Secretary General of APT presented the outcomes of the 35th Session of the APT Management Committee (MC-35) which was held 21 – 24 November 2011 in Republic of Korea.  Mr. Kraisorn presented the relevant outcomes of MC-35 which are related to the work of AWG. He informed that MC-35 approved two requests of AWG regarding the two meetings in year 2012 and facilitation of communication with external organization. Chairman thanked Mr. Kraisorn for presenting the outcomes of MC-35. The outcomes of MC-35 were noted by the meeting. 

3.8 APT Documents Framework (Document No. AWG-12/INP-09)

Mr. Mohamed Amir, Director Project Development of APT presented APT Documents Framework which is in document INP-08. He informed the meeting that APT Documents Framework had been developed and approved by the 35th Session of the APT Management Committee in order to facilitate the works of the APT work programs. He added that the APT Documents Framework had replaced APT Documentation Scheme which was in place for several years. He mentioned that the objective of APT Documents Framework is providing flexibility to APT work programs as well as to provide clear guidance to work programs. He pointed out the new documents types which can facilitate AWG to communicate with external organizations working on similar issues. Chairman thanked Mr. Amir for presenting the APT Documents Framework. Chairman mentioned the new framework has included AWG’s request for a new document type which can facilitate AWG to communication with organizations like 3GPP etc. He thanked APT Management Committee for providing well documented framework. 

3.9 Proposed Modification to the Document Approval Procedure of the APT Wireless Group (Document No. AWG-12/INP-09)

Mr. Forhadul Parvez, Project Coordinator Radiocommunication of APT presented document INP-09 which contains the proposed modification to the “Approval Procedure of the APT Wireless Group technical Documents” that was adopted by the 9th AWG meeting in September 2010 and approved by the 34th Session of the APT Management Committee. He mentioned that MC-35 approved “APT Documents Framework” and instructed all APT work programs to follow the framework in their own document approval procedure. He informed that APT Secretariat had done the study on APT Documents Framework and suggested a number of changes in the existing “Approval Procedure of the APT Wireless Group technical Documents” in line with the APT Documents Framework. He requested the meeting to consider the suggested change by the secretariat. 
Chairman thanked Mr. Parvez and APT Secretariat for the proposed modification. He mentioned that detail discussion should be taken place on this proposed revision. He asked comments from the floor. Mr. John Lewis, Chairman of Working Group Spectrum Aspects commented that he had an opportunity to work in the Correspondence Group of MC in this regard and document framework had included the request from AWG. Chairman suggested to form a drafting group under the Chairmanship of Mr. Lewis for the consideration of the proposed modification by APT Secretariat and asked to submit the final modification at the closing plenary.

	 Decision no. 5 (AWG-12)

	Plenary formed a Drafting Group under the Chairmanship of Mr. John Lewis to discuss in detail the proposed modifications in the “Approval Procedure of the APT Wireless Group technical Documents”. Plenary also instructed the Drafting Group to report the final outcomes at the closing plenary.


3.10 Outcomes of RA-12, WRC-12 and CPM15-1 (Document No. AWG-12/INF-01)

Mr. Colin Langtry, Head of Study Groups Department, ITU Radiocommunication Bureau was invited by AWG to present the outcomes of RA-12, WRC-12 and CPM15-1 at the meeting. Mr. Langtry presented the major outcomes of RA-12, WRC-12 and CPM15-1 which are relevant to the works of AWG. He emphasized the short study period for the preparation of WRC-15.  Chairman thanked Mr. Langtry for his attendance at the meeting and the informative presentation. He commented that the outcomes of WRC-12 outstanding for APT and had given heavy workload for the work of WRC-15 on important issues such as IMT. He asked comments from floor. 

Dr. Alan Jamieson from New Zealand, in his capacity as the Chairman of APT Conference Preparatory Group for WRC-12 informed that the results of the WRC-12 indeed very well and in line with the interest of APT region. He added that APT made many contributions to the conference and achieved high level of success with APT proposals. He also informed that 1st APT Preparatory Meeting for WRC-15 had been scheduled on early September this year. Chairman thanked Dr. Jamieson for the comments.     
3.12 Consideration of the Documents Assigned to the Plenary 
3.12.1 Liaison Statements from ASTAP (Document No. AWG-12/INP-20, INP-21)
Chairman informed the meeting that AWG-12 had received two liaison statements from APT Standardization Program (ASTAP). Those are:

· Document AWG-12/INP-20: Liaison Statement from ASTAP on APT Recommendation “Radiocommunication Systems for Early Warning and Disaster Relief Operations”
· Document AWG-12/INP-21: Liaison Statement from ASTAP on mm-Wave Communication Systems.
Mr. Bharat Bhatia of Motorola Solutions (India) presented the first liaison statement in document INP-20 on behalf of ASTAP. He informed the meeting that in accordance with AWG’s suggestion earlier, ASTAP split the current Recommendation into two deliverables; the short new Recommendation and the detailed Report. 19th ASTAP meeting finalized the documents. He mentioned that ASTAP thanked AWG for guidance and would be seeking AWG’s cooperation in the future. Chairman thanked ASTAP for the liaison statement and wished for cooperation between AWG and ASTAP. 

Dr. Hiroyo Ogawa of ARIB, Japan presented the second liaison statement in document INP-21 on behalf of ASTAP. Chairman thanked Dr. Ogawa for the for the liaison statement. He asked comments from the floor. Dr. Alan Jamieson from New Zealand commented that New Zealand concerns on the preliminary draft document that has been developed in the ASTAP in relation to the mm-wave communication system. He commented that the nature of the report in mainly related to radiocommunication experts who normally do not attend ASTAP meetings. However, work in ASTAP is progressing in ASTAP without any participation of the radio experts from member countries. He proposed that the work should be done in AWG in the first step to ensure that radiocommunication related matters first dealt in AWG.   He suggested conveying this message to ASTAP through liaison. Chairman suggested forming an ad-hoc group to draft the reply liaison statement on this regard.  Dr. Ogawa showed his interest to lead the drafting group on this regard. It was agreed by the meeting.  
	Decision no. 6 (AWG-12)

	Plenary noted the two liaison statement’s from ASTAP. INP-21 was allocated to ad-hoc under the Chairmanship of Dr. Ogawa from ARIB, Japan. The ad-hoc group was instructed to prepare draft liaison statement replying to ASTAP mentioning the concerns of AWG for consideration in the final plenary session.  


3.12.2 Liaison Statement from 3GPP (Document No. AWG-12/INP-10)
Mr. Forhadul Parvez from APT Secretariat introduced document INP-10 which contains the liaison statement from 3GPP. He informed that the letter was received by APT Secretariat on 12th March and it related to the work progress on LTE in 700MHz digital dividend band in 3GPP.

Chairman thanked 3GPP for the information and asked comments from floor. The statement was noted by the meeting.     
3.12.3 Report on the Circulation of Draft Revision of APT Recommendation on "Guidelines for the Frequency Coordination for the Terrestrial Services at the Border Areas between Administrations” (Document: AWG-12/INP-11):

Mr. Forhadul Parvez from APT Secretariat introduced document INP-11 which contains the Report on the Circulation of Draft Revision of APT Recommendation on "Guidelines for the Frequency Coordination for the Terrestrial Services at the Border Areas between Administrations “. He informed that according to the approval procedure the revised Recommendation was circulated on 06 October 2011 and closing date for the response was 11 November 2011. During the time APT Secretariat received only three responses which are insufficient for adopting the proposed revision. Hence, according to the procedure it was reported back to the AWG plenary for further consideration. He also added that one of the reasons for lack of sufficient number of approvals was that the closing date was very much closer to the approval of APT Common Proposals for WRC-12. 

Chairman thanked Mr. Parvez and handed the document to Working Group on Spectrum Aspects for further consideration.
	Decision no. 7 (AWG-12)

	Plenary noted the report and instructed Working Group on Spectrum Aspects to take further action on the Draft Revision of APT Recommendation on "Guidelines for the Frequency Coordination for the Terrestrial Services at the Border Areas between Administrations”. It was further decided that if no modification is made to the document then the proposed revision can be re-circulated to the Administrations for approval.  


3.12.4 Document No. AWG-12/INP-59 and INP-77 
Chairman mentioned that two documents INP-59 and INP-77 are closely related regarding the work of WRC-15 and developing a close relationship with APG. He first requested Mr. John Lewis to present document INP-59. Mr. Lewis presented document INP-59 which is titled as “Studies to support consideration of WRC-15 Agenda Items”. Mr. Lewis mentioned that some of the APT Members have particular interest on the WRC-15 agenda items. The purpose of the document is to initiate consideration of the studies that AWG could undertake which could support development of APT views and positions in the region’s preparations for WRC-15 – this being the responsibility of APG2015 – as well as development of APT contributions to the work of the groups in ITU-R on the agenda items of interest. The relationship with APG2015 is also addressed in the document.
Chairman requested Republic of Korea to present document INP-77 on the similar subject. Ms. Juyeon Song from Republic of Korea presented the document titled “Proposed collaboration between APG and AWG for WRC-15”. She mentioned that among the agenda items for WRC-15, several items such as agenda items 1.1, 1.3 and 1.6.2 are already in the current work scopes of the AWG. With the consideration of the WRC responsibility of APG, it is necessary for AWG to coordinate with APG on the preparation of WRC-15. Republic of Korea presented a possible cooperation outline between AWG and APG on the WRC-15 agenda items. Chairman thanked republic of Korea for the proposal. He asked comments from floor. 

Australia raised concerns on the timing of seeking guidance from APG as time frame for study cycle on WRC-15 agenda items is quite tight. He mentioned that APG would meet after JTG4-5-6-7. AWG should start work in the regard in order to accumulate the views of the region especially on Agenda Item 1.1 of WRC-15 and seek guidance on APG. 

Dr. Alan Jamieson of New Zealand mentioned that first meeting of JTG4-5-6-7 would not be definitive as it would be the inaugural meeting of the group and meeting would be busy to develop Work Plan and scope of the work. He agreed that the study period is short and timing of liaison between APG and AWG is important. He pointed out several important things:

· Firstly the work of preparation for WRCs is the responsibility of APG regardless of the agenda items.

· About six or seven agenda items for WRC-15  came directly from APT proposals. A number of those agenda items were studied first in AWG. Therefore AWG would be able to provide guidance to APG on several agenda items.

· In the liaison statement to APG, AWG should inform clearly in which area AWG would be able to assist APG in the preparation of WRC-15 and seek guidance from APG to carry out the study.  However, work should not be duplicated in APT. 

· Next AWG meeting will be held immediately after the APG2015-1 meeting. Therefore, AWG would be able to receive a rapid response from APG. 
Mr. John Lewis informed the meeting that there would be an informal meeting with JTG4-5-6-7 Chairman during AWG-12 meeting where member can attend and raise issues if any. 
Australia also suggested avoiding the duplication of work in agenda item study. Chairman mentioned that APG primarily responsible for WRC matters. AWG would seek guidance from APG on which item AWG can provide supportive study. AWG’s role would be to assist APG in the preparation for WRC-15. 

Chairman thanked all for their comments. He said that AWG would develop a liaison statement at this meeting detailing the points of discussion and would seek guidance from APG. Since AWG would be held immediately after APG2015-1 meeting, next AWG meeting would receive the guidance from APG. He suggested forming an ad hoc group under the Chairmanship of Mr. John Lewis to develop the liaison statement to APG. He also requested members to attend the ad hoc meeting to develop the liaison statement.   
	Decision no. 8 (AWG-12)

	Plenary formed an ad hoc group under the Chairmanship of Mr. John Lewis o develop the text of Liaison Statement to APG. Plenary instructed the ad-hoc group to submit the draft texts at the closing plenary.


3.13 Any Other Matters and Closing:
Republic of Korea indicated that at the AWG-11 meeting it was decided to develop MoU with 3GPP. He asked clarification what has been done on this issue and what would be the future work on this regard. Dr. Satoh, Vice Chairman of AWG replied that after AWG-11 meeting he had several discussions with 3GPP officials and 3GPP warmly welcome AWG to enhance cooperation. During this meeting he would develop draft material for possible liaison or cooperation agreement and submit to closing plenary for approval.  If approved it would be taken to the 3GPP meeting which would be held in end of April in Shanghai. Chairman thanked Dr. Satoh for this clarification.

Mr. Parvez from APT Secretariat informed the meeting that the 700MHz digital dividend band plan developed by AWG had been referred as APAC-700. Considering the importance of the work he proposed guidance from the meeting to request 3GPP to refer the band as APT-700. Chairman commented that the band plan had caught a lot of interest not only in APT region but some other regions like South America and Africa are also planning to adopt the band plan developed by AWG. Therefore, APT’s name should be there in the 3GPP reference. He asked comments from floor on this regard. He requested APT Secretariat to develop a liaison statement to 3GPP on this regard for consideration of the Plenary.

	 Decision no. 9 (AWG-12)

	Plenary instructed APT Secretariat to develop the draft text of the liaison statement to 3GPP is relation to the naming of 700MHz band plan developed by AWG.


Chairman thanked all the delegates for the active participation at the first plenary session. We also wished for successful outcomes of the working groups during the meeting.
 4. FINAL PLENARY MEETING

4.1 Approval of Agenda (Document No. AWG-12/ADM-12)
The Chairman asked for comments on the agenda for the final plenary meeting as given in document ADM-12. The Agenda was approved by the meeting.

The Chairman thanked all participants, as well as the chairs of the sub working groups and task groups, for their enthusiasm and excellent contributions to the work.  He indicated that there were four output documents that need to be considered and approved by the Plenary (OUT-16, OUT-17, OUT-18 and OUT-19).
The plenary noted and approved the report of the WG Spectrum Aspects.

	Plenary approved the report of the Working Group Spectrum Aspects.  


4.2.2 Report of the Working Group Technology Aspects (Document No. AWG-12/OUT-14)
Ms. Juyeon Song, Chairman of the Working Group Technology Aspects presented her report for approval of the plenary. She thanked all participants and chairs of different task groups for their active participation at the working group activities during AWG-12 meeting. She informed the meeting that WG had seven outputs documents (AWG-12/OUT-07, OUT-08, OUT-09, OUT-10, OUT-11, OUT-12 and OUT-13) which needed the approval of the plenary. 
The plenary noted and approved the report of the Working Group Technology Aspects.
	Decision no. 12 (AWG-12)

	Plenary approved the report of Working Group Technology Aspects.  


4.2.3 Report of the Working Group Services and Applications (Document No. AWG-12/OUT-06)
Dr. Andri Qiantori, Chairman of the Working Group Services and Applications presented his report. He thanked all the delegates and the chairs of different task groups who participated in the activities of the WG. He mentioned that Working Group had developed one output document (AWG-12/OUT-15) which needed the approval of the plenary.

4. 3 Approval of Output documents

4.3.1 Working Group Spectrum Aspects
5.3.1.1 Document no. AWG-12/OUT-16: Questionnaire for APT Frequency Usage in the 806-960 MHz Band
Mr. John Lewis, Chairman of the Working Group Spectrum Aspects introduced the document and sought approval from the plenary. He mentioned that the purpose of the questionnaire is to collect information on current spectrum usage and re-farming plans in the band 806-960MHz from APT administrations and develop an APT Report on Frequency Usage in the 806-960MHz Band. (1) Sub-Working Group on Spectrum arrangement and harmonization (SWG-SA&H)

· To review the availability of spectrum resulting from the introduction of new system technologies or revised spectrum allocations and the potential new or alternative uses of the spectrum thus made available for new applications; 

· To develop recommended harmonized approaches for the introduction of new wireless technologies, services and application in such spectrum, including preferred frequency bands and associated technical characteristics; 

· To undertake studies on APT Frequency Information System (AFIS); and

· To consider the any spectrum arrangement and/or harmonization draft, which may be developed in other relevant Task Groups of AWG, before the submission to WG-SPEC.



(2) Sub-Working Group on Spectrum monitoring (SWG-SM)

· To share information on spectrum monitoring and analysis methods with spectrum monitoring systems and to set up programs such as frequency occupancy measurement;

· To share members’ case studies on harmful interference and its elimination;

· To exchange views and develop the methods for cooperation  on preventing interference between neighboring countries; and

· To share information and good practices on the planning, operational, management and maintenance method of monitoring stations and other facilities and to develop related AWG documents.



(3) Task Group on sharing studies on IMT systems (TG-SSIMT)

· To study on User Equipment (UE) out-of-band emission levels and implementation issues relating to usage of the band 698-806 MHz by the Mobile Service, including IMT;

· To develop and finalize a Draft New Report on “Implementation issues associated with use of the band 698-806 MHz by mobile services”; and

(4) Task Group on Public Protection and Disaster Relief (TG-PPDR)

· The revision of the APT Report would again be considered when WP5D has taken a decision on the flexible TDD/FDD option at one of its future meetings.

· To consider a new work item dealing with cross border coordination for terrestrial services.
