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1. Introduction

The Radiocommunication Advisory Group (RAG) acts through the Director (refer to No. 160A of CV) and so does Telecommunication Development Advisory Group (TDAG) (refer to No 215C of CV), but there is no such requirement on TSAG.
APT Member Countries indicated above are of the view that TSAG is independent entity which acts on behalf of the WTSA between Assemblies according to Resolution 22 of WTSA, and thus no-change to the No.197A of Convention is proposed. 
2. Position
The provision of CV 197A should be maintained without any change.
