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1. INTRODUCTION
The 3rd APT Preparatory Meeting for the ITU Plenipotentiary Conference 2010 was held from 22 – 26 June 2010 in Cairns, Australia. The meeting was organized by Asia Pacific Telecommunity and hosted by Department of Broadband, Communications and the Digital Economy (DBCDE), Australian Government. 
The APT preparatory meetings for ITU Plenipotentiary Conference 2010 (PP-10) are designed to consolidate the regional view on PP-10 Agenda Items and prepare APT Common Proposals for the work of PP-10. The objective of the 3rd meeting is to draft APT Common Proposals that are of significant interest to the Asia-Pacific Region. Further the meeting also strategized the coordinating efforts during the PP-10 to get best results from submitted APT Common Proposals.

The Meeting was attended by 86 participants representing Members, Associate and Affiliate Members of APT and International/Regional Organisations.

Document PP10-3/ADM-04(Rev.1) contains the list of participants to the meeting.

2. OPENING
Mr. Toshiyuki Yamada, Secretary General of the APT, welcomed delegates and representatives from APT member Administrations, associate members, affiliate members and other regional and international organisations to the 3rd APT Preparatory Meeting for ITU Plenipotentiary Conference 2010 in Cairns, Australia. He thanked Department of Broadband, Communications and the Digital Economy (DBCDE) and Australian Government for providing excellent host facilities. He went on to speak about the recently concluded ITU/WTDC held in Hyderabad, India to which APT submitted a number of APT Common Proposals. He noted that APT also provided 4 office bearers of the Conference including Chairman of Committee 4 which was one of the most important Committees. Special thanks went, among others, to Ms. Sulyna of Malaysia who conducted series of APT Coordination Meetings during the Conference and Dr. Safavi of Iran who chaired Committee 4. He also pointed out the importance of this meeting which is expected to produce Preliminary APT Common Proposals meeting the needs of APT members.
Mr. Brenton Thomas from the Department of Broadband, Communications and the Digital Economy (DBCDE), Australian Government welcomed delegates in Australia. He said the time for PP-10 is approaching and members have already started taking preparations. He emphasized on the regional harmonization of views and proposals for the Conference so that the interest of the regions are reflected on the result of the Conference. He also indicated about Australia’s candidacy for the ITU Council seat. He informed the delegate about Australia’s contributions in different activities of APT and ITU. He further informed the delegates about Australia’s policy on National Broadband Network.  His speech was followed by a short presentation of the Department of Broadband, Communications and the Digital Economy on broadband initiatives. 
3. MEETING ORGANIZATION
The plenary was chaired by Dr. Jason Ashurst, Chairman of the APT Preparatory Group for Plenipotentiary Conference 2010. In his introductory remarks Dr. Jason welcomed delegates in Cairns, Australia. He referred to the sunny and pleasant weather and wished for a nice stay for the delegates  in Cairns. 

3.1 Adoption of Agenda and Program
Dr. Jason Ashurst, Chairman presented the agenda and program of the meeting which are in document PP10-3/ADM-01 and ADM-02(Rev.3) respectively. He informed the meeting that the program is tentative and might be rearranged based on the progress of the meeting. He also presented document PP10-3/ADM-03(Rev.3) which contains the list of the document and document attribution. He requested floor for comments. The documents were approved by the plenary.

	The Plenary approved the Agenda and Program, of the Meeting and the list of the documents with attributions.


3.2 Report of the Chairman of the APT Preparatory Group for PP-10 and APT’s Preparation for PP-10
Dr. Jason Ashurst, Chairman of the APT Preparatory Group for Plenipotentiary Conference 2010 gave a brief oral report regarding the activity of the APT reparatory Group for Plenipotentiary Conference 2010. He requested Mr. Amir, Consultant of APT Secretariat to give a brief overview of APT’s preparation for PP-10. 
Mr. Amir  of APT Secretariat presented document no. PP10-3/INP-04 which contained a brief overview of the APT’s preparatory process for the ITU Plenipotentiary Conference 2010. Mentioning the objectives of the APT’s preparatory work for PP-10, he gave an overview of the works done so far by APT for the preparation of the Conference. He also pointed out the issues for which APT needs to develop common proposals for the interest of the region. He hoped that this 3rd Preparatory Meeting would consider the issues and would be able to develop common proposals. He emphasized the cooperation necessary by the APT member countries in order to have a good outcome for the whole region from the Conference.  

Mr. Amir’s presentation was noted by the meeting.   
3.3 Outcomes of ITU World Telecommunication Development Conference 2010
Dr. Eun-ju Kim, Head of ITU Regional Office for Asia and the Pacific presented the outcomes of ITU World Telecommunication Development Conference 2010 which was held from 24 May to 4 June 2010, Hyderabad, India. At the beginning of her presentation, she appreciated the regional coordination efforts by APT and thanked Mr. Yamada and Mr. Amir for making coordination arrangement before and during WTDC-10. In her presentation, she highlighted the WTDC-10 Hyderabad Declaration and Action Plan in detail. She also highlighted the ITU Asia Pacific regional initiatives that were adopted by the Conference. She also sketched list of WTDC-10 Resolutions with linkage to PP-10. Her full presentation is in document PP10-3/INP-05(Rev.1).

The presentation was noted by the plenary.  
3.4 Outcomes of the ITU Council 2010

Dr. Jason Ashurst, Chairman of the APT Preparatory Group for Plenipotentiary Conference 2010 presented the outcomes of the ITU Council 2010 which was held 13 – 22 April 2010. He pointed out some of the major decisions of the Council-10 which as related to PP-10. Those decisions include strategic plan of the Union, preparation for WCIT-12, management and functioning of the Union, number of council seats, free online access to ITU publications, financial plan of the Union and many others. The full presentation is available in document PP10-3/INP-06.

The presentation was noted by the plenary.  
3.5 Reports of the Correspondence Groups
3.5.1 Correspondence Group 1 (CG1): 

Ms. Min-Jung Park, Assistant Rapporteur of CG1 presented the activity report of CG1 on behalf of Mr. Kondo, Rapporteur of CG1 who could not attend the meeting. Ms. Park informed that CG1 is dealing with the financial and organization issues of ITU. She reminded that at the 2nd APT Preparatory Meeting for PP-10 CG1 developed Preliminary APT Common Proposals (PACP) regarding the Class of Contribution which were submitted as PP-10 documents as ACPs after getting required number of endorsements. She also informed that at the 2nd APT Preparatory Meeting for PP-10 indentified three issues for developing PACPs which would be discussed at this 3rd Preparatory Meeting for adoption. She further mentioned that CG1 has received seven new contributions at this 3rd Meeting for possible draft PACPs on different issues related to CG1. She thanked the Administrations for submitting those new contributions.   
The oral report was noted by the meeting. 
3.5.2 Correspondence Group 2 (CG2): 

Dr. Jason Ashurst in his capacity as the Rapporteur of CG2 gave brief verbal report of the activities of CG2. Dr. Jason informed that CG2 is dealing with the issues related to the management and functioning of the Union. He reminded that at the 2nd APT Preparatory Meeting for PP-10 CG2 developed two PACPs on Definition of ICT and Timing of the Plenipotentiary Conference which were submitted as PP-10 documents as ACPs after getting required number of endorsements. CG2 also developed two APT Common Positions on Stabilize the Constitution of ITU and periodicity of Plenipotentiary Conference. He informed the major issues for CG2 are:
· Stabilize the constitution of ITU

· Management and functioning of the Union

· Revises the Resolutions, Decisions and Recommendations

He informed the meeting that CG2 would consider 11 inputs document at this meeting for developing draft PACPs. He informed the meeting that the issues of CG2 had been illustrated in document PP10-3/INP-18.
Verbal report and issue paper of the CG2 was noted by the meeting.

3.5.3 Correspondence Group 3 (CG3): 
Dr. Jong-Bong Park, Rapporteur of the CG3 verbally presented the activity of CG3. He informed the meeting that CG3 is dealing with the issue of ITU Standardization Sector. He reminded that CG3 developed one PACP regarding the admission of sector members from developing countries in the work of ITU-T. Besides, CG3 also developed two Preliminary APT Common Positions regarding the role of ITU-T Study Groups and TSAG. He informed the meeting that at this meeting CG 3 will consider the issues of:
· Cyber security

· Participation of academia in the work of ITU-T

· ICT and Climate change

· Accessibility

· IPv6

· Preparation for ITR and WCIT12

· E-health

He told that during this meeting CG3 would consider the input documents and would develop draft PACPs which may include several Draft New Recommendations on the issues mentioned above. He informed the meeting that the issues of CG2 had been illustrated in document PP10-3/INP-26.

Verbal report and the issue paper of the CG3 were noted by the meeting.

3.5.4 Correspondence Group 4 (CG4): 
Mr. Ali Reza Darvishi, Rapporteur of the CG4 verbally presented the activity of CG4. He informed the meeting that CG4 is dealing with the issue of ITU Radiocommunication Sector.  He reminded that at the 2nd APT Preparatory Meeting for PP-10 developed a set of amendments to the ITU Constitution and Convention as well as Preliminary APT Common Proposals and Positions which were subsequently adopted as APT Common Proposals (ACPs) and submitted to the ITU, or adopted as APT Common Positions. He informed that CG4 would focus on the following issues at this preparatory meeting:
· Review of Plenipotentiary Resolutions, Recommendations and Decisions relevant to the ITU-R and consider appropriate actions for each: maintain, modify or abrogate
· Resolution 86

· Resolution 88

· Use of Spectrum at frequencies above 3000 GHz
He told that CG4 would consider the input contributions on the above mentioned issues and would develop draft PACPs. He informed the meeting that the issues of CG2 had been illustrated in document PP10-3/INP-29.
Verbal report and the issue paper of the CG4 were noted by the meeting.

3.5.5 Correspondence Group 5 (CG5): 
Ms. Tran Tan Ha, Rapporteur of the CG5 verbally presented the activity of CG5. She informed that CG5 is dealing with the issue of ITU Development Sector. She reminded that at the 2nd APT Preparatory Meeting for PP-10 CG5 developed one PACP on Revision of Resolution 123 which was subsequently adopted as APT Common Proposals (ACPs) and submitted to the ITU. She informed the meeting the issues of CG5 which would be dealt at this meeting has been indicated in document PP10-3/INP-33(Rev.1). CG5 would consider those issues and develop draft PACP on the issues listed in the document.   
Verbal report and the issue paper of the CG5 were noted by the meeting.
3.6 Views from International and Regional Organizations on PP-10 Preparations
3.6.1 Presentation of CEPT (Document PP10-3/INF-09):
Mr. Vincent Affleck , representative of CEPT presented the CEPT Proposals to ITU PP-10 which is in document PP10-3/INF-09.
3.6.2 Presentation of CITEL (Document PP10-3/INF-13):

Dr. Bruce Gracie, representative of CITEL presented Inter-American Proposals of ITU PP-10 which is in document PP10-3/INF-13.

Dr. Jason, chairman of the meeting, thanked both the delegates from CEPT and CITEL for their presentations and sharing their proposals for the PP-10. He commented that sharing of information would facilitate the harmonization of the regional proposals to the Conference and would in fact result good outputs from the Conference. 

Mr. Arasteh, delegates from Islamic Republic of Iran, queried about the CITEL’s interest for any proposal relating to stabilize the ITU Constitution which was initiated by APT and to some extent noted by CEPT as well. Dr. Gracie replied that CITEL is also interested to stabilize the basic texts in the constitutions. He informed that CITEL, in fact, is in favor of absolutely no change to the basic texts of the Union unless it is utmost necessary. 
Meeting noted the presentations.

Chairman emphasized the importance of having the lead country and supporting countries for each proposal of this region for successful outcomes from PP-10. He requested members to communicate their interest for the ACPs with APT secretariat. A number of member administration enlisted their name as lead country and supporting countries.
Several countries volunteered for the posts of lead countries and supporting countries.

He informed that the list is a temporary one and need further consultation since similar proposals would come from other regions as well. He further added that it would be a common proposal from APT and need coordination and compromise. He added that the consultation would be done by ITU Secretariat along with all other regional organizations. He asked the permission of the meeting to send this tentative table to ITU Secretariat as proposal from APT region. He noted that countries with square brackets need to confirm the candidacy within their respective government. He also requested the interested administration to provide particular name for the candidacy. 
Chairman asked any comments from the floor. Plenary approved the table presented by Mr. Yamada and decided to send the table to ITU Secretariat for their consideration once the confirmation is done.

5.5 Coordination Arrangement during PP-10 (Document no. PP10-3/OUT-38)

Chairman asked the delegates to look at document no. PP10-3/OUT-38 which indicates the schedule APT coordination meetings during PP-10. He highlighted that six coordination meetings have been planned as indicated in the documents.

Mr. Yamada raised the concern of the coordination meeting on 03 October 2010 reasoning that there could be some preparatory meetings organized by ITU. He requested Mr. Arasteh to check the time schedule of ITU meetings on that day. Mr. Arasteh replied that usually ITU head of delegation meeting start at about 4 or 5p.m. In that case, APT coordination meeting on that day could be planned on morning as well. He also suggested to have some coordination meetings in the morning schedule as well. 
Chairman thanked Mr. Yamada and Mr. Arasteh for their concern. He informed that the meeting schedule is tentative and it would be updated further by consultation with members. He also informed to plan as many meetings as possible considering the availability of room.

Mr. Yamada informed the meeting that this tentative schedule would be used to reserve room at the PP-10 venue. He further said that the 4th APT Preparatory Meeting would develop a definitive coordination meeting schedule.

China and Philippines also raised concerns on some of the schedule of coordination meeting. 

The document was noted by the meeting. 

	Decision no. 15 (PP10-3)

	Plenary noted the schedule of the APT Coordination Meetings during PP-10 as mentioned in document PP10-3/OUT-38. Plenary also instructed APT Secretariat to plan as many meetings as possible for the purpose of room reservations taking into accounts the views of member Administrations.

5.6 Process Required by Member Countries for Preparations for PP-10

Mr. Yamada informed the meeting that the PACPs adopted at this meeting would be circulated to the Member Administrations after editorial corrections. He informed that the PACPs would be circulated around first week of July for Member’s Approval after the finalization of the texts by the Chairman and office bearers. Closing date for Member’s approval would be 1st or 2nd week of August depending on the date of sending PACPs. Thereafter, it would be sent to ITU. 

Mr. Arasteh told that some of the documents are quite complex and it is better to send those to ITU as quickly as possible for translation purpose. He suggested APT Secretariat to look at the issue as well. Mr. Yamada assured the meeting that APT Secretariat would do at its best for quick submission to ITU as Mr. Arasteh informed.
Chairman also reminded the delegates from Administrations to look at the ITU Circular Letter no. 198 regarding the submission of credential for the Conference. He requested the Administration   to submit the credential in proper time frame before the deadline of 24th September 2010. It was also suggested that APT Secretariat should send a reminder on this issue as well.

5.7 The 4th APT Preparatory Meeting for PP-10

Chairman informed the meeting the 4th APT Preparatory Meeting for PP-10 would be held in Bangkok, Thailand. He proposed two possible dates for the 4th Meeting:

· 23 – 24 August 2010

· 20 – 21 September 2010

Republic of Korea, China and Malaysia indicated that the meeting in September would be difficult to attend due to some holiday festival seasons in those countries. They showed their preference for the dates in August. 
It was informed the CITEL that the last preparatory meeting of CITEL would be held 10 – 11 August 2010. 

Meeting decided that the 4th APT Preparatory Meeting would be held on 23 – 24 August 2010 in Bangkok, Thailand.

Mr. Brenton Thomas of DBCDE expressed his gratitude and thanked the delegates to attend the meeting in Australia. He said that he was impressed by the outcomes of the meeting and hoped for similar cooperation and coordination at PP-10.
A token of thanks was presented to Mr. Thomas by the Secretary General, Mr. Yamada.
Chairmen declared the closure of the meeting.
