1. Introduction

The current arrangements with respect to the timing of the report of the Credentials Committee and the election process were adopted to allow the Plenipotentiary to begin the election at 4th calendar day of the conference. In order to observe the early election process, the only possibility is not to require that the elections should only begin after the Credentials Committee, pursuant to CV 334, provides its report and continue the current practice.  In addition, the report of the consultations on Resolution 147 (document C09/44) indicated that all Member States, which expressed their views, were in favour of maintaining the current election procedures.
