1. Introduction

During the works of Council Working Group on the review of terminology used in the ITU Constitution and Convention, views were expressed and even suggested that the above terms are obstacle and outdate and should be suppressed from Annex to the Constitution.
It should be noted that the above-mentioned terms has historical nature and are part and parcel of the  creation and existence of the ITU which was referred to previously as the “International Telegraph Union”. Their retention in the Annex to the Constitution has not caused any difficulty to any member. 
Also these terms still have usage in the Radio Regulations and changing the definitions may have unforeseen consequences.

2. Proposal

It is strongly recommended to maintain these terms /definitions in the Annex to the Constitution.
